Spring Has Sprung Bringing More Dangers to Motorcyclist

Now with Spring here, | thought warm weather was or should be right
behind it got me to thinking again about safety issues.

Hopefully wedve all taken some ti me to -
remove the clothes you had hanging on it all winter. We have all spent time tuning and polishing our rides and by
now should have been out to a parking | ot somewhere
Keep in mind along with Spring come April showers which bring May flowers and with the showers often comes

thunderstorms, and with them comes what? (

Lightning , is an atmospheric discharge of rare uncontrolled electricity accompanied by thunder , which typically
occurs during thunderstorms . According to experts, lightning kills more Americans in an average year than
hurricanes and tornadoes combined, and can be particular deadly for motorcyclists. Surprisingly enough, people traveling
in cars are actually relatively safe in thunderstorms, because lightning tends to hit the metal cage of the car and
follow that metal to  ground, often leaving the car's occupants  unhurt. Ah, but we're safe, too, right, because  we're
rolling along on rubber tires that  insulate us from the ground? Wrong! That small amount of insulation means little
when compared to the incredible voltage in a lightning bolt. There have been many documented cases of
motorcyclists being struck by lightning,  usually with tragic results. Remember, if you have a radio the antenna can be a
lighting rod if not it could be you.

An expert with the National Weather Service notes that motorcyclists need to be aware of the risks  when riding
through thunderstorms. L ightning can travel seven miles or more before striking the  ground. And since sound takes
about five seconds to travel a mile, that means if the  time between the flash and bang is less than 35 seconds, the
lightning is close enough to hit you. A leader of a bolt of lightning can travel at speeds of 140,000 mph, and can
reach temperatures approaching 54,000 °F, hot enough to fuse siicasand i nto gl ass chan
FAST and HOT and if you can see it, it can see you!

WHAT TO DO? If you find yourself approaching a thunderstorm, your first, and safest, option is to stop and
find shel ter in a store, gas station or restaurant. If you're caught out of range of buildings,  hiding under a freeway
overpass can help, but don't seek shelter under a tree, that can actually increase your chances of getting hit. No
buildings or bridges? Look for alow  spot, pull off the road, park your bike and  walk about 20 yards away from it. Then
crouch down to get as low as possible while keeping only the balls of your feet  in contact with the ground. Under
those circumstances, the bike may be a more attractive target than you. And if you're traveling in a group,
stop and spread out, with about 20 yards between each person, sothata  single strike doesn't hit all of you.

Riding season has reached parts of our Region and more and more

of us are starting to get back on the road enjoying the opportunity

to RIDE. Before getting too excited about the return of the riding

season, please take a moment to review and renew some of the basic

riding functions that will make your riding experience enjoyable and safe. AS

We have compiled some tips for three areas that we feel are most affected by inactivity (non -riding) during
the cooler winter months. Spending a little time re  -training our muscles and minds, to performing these tasks,
will go a long way towards making our riding experience safer.

Braking

According to the Hurt Study , in single vehicle accidents, motorcycle rider errors were present as the accident
precipitating factor in about two  -thirds of the cases, with the typical error being a slide out and fall due to
over braking or running wide on a curve due to excess speed or under -cornering.

Braking is probably the most important action that a rider can perform. Braking allows us to quickly slow down
and come to a stop before hitting an obstacle.

Most riders do not fully understand the distance that is required to bring the bike to a full stop. Braking
distance increases with speed, and unfortunately the increase is not linear.

If a bike that is doing 30 MPH can stop in 33 feet it doesn't mean that if the same bike is doing 60 MPH it
would be able to stop in 66 feet; it actually will take 134 feet! The increase in braking distance is the square of
the speed increase.

Any reduction in the speed you are traveling will decrease enormously your braking distance. Motovike.com

provides us with the following chart. Refer to it for a clear idea of braking distances, but be aware that this
chart doesn't include your perception/reaction time (which will increase your braking distance considerably).

Speed Braking Distance

90 MPH 300 feet

80 MPH 238 feet

70 MPH 182 feet

60 MPH 134 feet

50 MPH 93 feet

40 MPH 59 feet

30 MPH 33 feet

20 MPH 15 feet

10 MPH 4 feet

Proper usage of the front and back brakes can be the difference between life and death in a close

situation. In a normal situation, braking is pretty straightforward. Unless you are on a slippery surface, use
both brakes to stop or slow your motorcycle.

Be aware that the front brake provides 70 to 100 percent of the stopping power of a motorcycle. With that in
mind, you want to practice using more front brake than rear. An ideal situation is to have a balance between
the front and rear brakes, with about 70% of the emphasis on the front.
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Let's go over an ideal breaking situation:

1. You apply both brakes (the front and the back) gradually and with almost equal force for the first phase of
your braking.

2. The weight will transfer forward as the front suspension compresses, and your arms bend, the front tire
now bites into the pavement.

3. There's now more weight on the front

4. You now let off most - or all - of the rear brake and increase pressure on the front, which now has most or
all the grip. This middle phase of braking can be 100%:0% - if it is less than 85% front, you probably aren't
braking near your bike's limits.

5. The bike slows and the forces you are exerting through the brakes and tires diminish (the energy in the

bike is proportional to the square of your speed).

6. The front begins to rise back up on its suspension.

7. You taper off on the front brake - to prevent a slow speed lock up - and increase the rear brake pressure
once more.

A number of things happen when you start to apply the front brake. First, the shocks will compress as the bike
transfers weight to the front. This puts weight and extra traction on the front wheel. At this point, you are
doing normal braking. If you continue to squeeze the brake lever, the front brake will get more and more
weight on it. Eventually, most of the bike's weight will be on the front wheel. At this point, you are fairly close
to threshold braking. If you continue to squeeze, the front wheel will start to complain.

If you feel this, you are at maximum braking. What you are experiencing is caused by the tire locking for
fractions of a second then rotating again, and the movement is the tire sliding just a fraction of an inch or so,
then regaining its grip, then sliding again. If it didn't regain its grip, it'd go into full lock and bad things would
happen.

Just as when driving a car, braking on a slippery surface should be done with a lot more care. Start braking in
time because it will take the same amount of weight a lot more time to stop on a surface with less friction than
it would on a dry surface with high friction.

Steering is the easy part right? Not always.

When driving above 15 -20 mph, the motorcycle's wheels act like gyroscopes. These spinning masses of wheel
and tire combine to create a gyroscopic force. How do you overcome this force to get your bike to turn?

You don't.

When you attempt to push a spinning wheel to the right or the left, the wheel and the rest of the bike

attached to it, will lean in the opposite direction. This is called counter -steering. Turn the bars left, and lean
right. It is the only way to steer a motorcycle when going over 15 mph.

This is not a technique to learn in a moment of panic, it only works if you practice it. Unless the action is

second nature, you will return to your old habits during an emergency.

Riding at Slow Speeds
Riding fast is fun.  Unfortunately to even get to where we can drive fast, we often have to sludge through

traffic, urban areas or neighborhoods where slow riding is necessary.

(condt
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Slow riding tricks include:

Proper posture
Sit comfortably on the bike and keep your knees against the tank. Try not to move around too much as this
transfers weight around and provides steering input to the bike. And keep your feet on the foot -pegs.

Sighting

Failure to look ahead is one of the most common errors with slow speed riding. A good way to practice this is
setting up cones about four yards apart and slaloming though them. Vary the distance between cones if your
bike can't make it. As you are going between two cones, you should be looking at the path you want to take in
the next gate, which should be about 3 to 5 cones ahead. Many riders look 3.0 to 5.0 feet ahead which causes
them to be shaky. Looking the proper distance ahead gives your mind enough time to plan a route, so you don't
have to make so many last -minute corrections. Force yourself to look far ahead.

The Front Brake

Under normal conditions, the front brake is an invaluable tool for keeping your bike under control. However, at
very slow speeds while the front wheel is turned, the front brake can be too strong to provide a smooth stop. |
tend not to use the front brake at very low speeds. The rear has more than enough power to stop you at these
speeds, just be careful not to shift around to get your foot on the brake pedal (if it isn't already, as it should
be), or you'll upset the bike's balance.

Clutch Slipping

Another major key to slow speed control is the clutch. Most motorcycles have wet clutches, which means that
the friction plates are bathed in oil to keep them cool. This means that slipping a clutch is not a problem for a
short time. When riding at a speed that is slower than your idle will let you go, control your speed by pulling in
the clutch past the friction point to disengage the engine from the rear wheel. The friction point is the point

that the clutch just starts to 'grab’ and transfer power to the rear wheel. When you feel unsteady, because

you are going so slowly you feel you almost have to put your foot down, then let out the clutch a bit to speed up
until you're steady. You can do this for quite some time without hurting the clutch.

Cornering

Poor cornering is responsible for most bike accidents which do not involve other vehicles. Enter a corner too
fast, grab the brakes mid corner when you realize you can't make it and you're well on your way to a visit to
the ditch and possibly the local Emergency Room.

A corner should be taken in a fluid line, at a correct speed (not too fast!), in the proper gear, and with the
throttle slightly on.  Accelerate gradually through the turn and use counter  -steering to initiate the lean into
the corner. Maintain pressure until the desired lean angle is established. Adjust the pressure to allow the
front end to stabilize at an appropriate lean angle to follow the line through the turn.

Your acceleration should begin only when you can see the exit to the turn, before you can see the exit, maintain
your entry speed.

Again, this is something to practice, start at slower speeds until you feel more confident.

If you are not sure how fast to enter a turn, look for road signs, they often have some sort of warning about
the severity of aturn. ~ The behavior of vehicles in front of you is also a good indication, if they are braking
hard as they enter the corner, it may be more severe than you think.
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Key Cornering Tips

Keep the power on slightly as you round the turn, to counter the effect of the turn and maintain your bike's
stability. Keep your head up and physically look where you want to go, this will help you put the bike where you
want it to be and the position will feel more natural. If you stare at the edge of the road, that's where you'll

end up.

Avoid using the brakes when cornering If you need to slow down use engine braking, if that is not enough then
apply brakes with caution, you do not want to exceed the traction limit.

Keep your arms loose and your weight off the bars, as this will increase your control. If you press down slightly
on the pegs you'll find that steering becomes a lot lighter and the bike will be more responsive.

Target fixation

While driving (any kind of vehicle) and turn your head, you tend to steer in the direction you are looking.

Target fixation is simply a way to take advantage of that fact. All you do is look in the direction you want to go

(preferable AWAY from danger)! As a reaction you will steer yourself in the direction of your gaze.

Now, get out there and RIDE. Remember to take your O0OPp
of the great locations that you visit on your awesome rides.

Ride Safe, Ride Often and Keep the Shiny Side Up.

nobody, other than ourselves, knows which of these numbers belong to our closest
family or friends.

If we were to be involved in an accident or were taken ill, the people attending us would have our mobile phone
but wouldn't know who to call. Yes, there are hundreds of numbers stored but which one is the contact person
in case of an emergency? Hence this 'ICE' (In Case of Emergency) Campaign the concept of 'ICE" is catching
on quickly. It is a method of contact during emergency situations.

As cell (mobile) phones are carried by the majority of the population, all you need to do is store the number of
a contact person or persons who should be contacted during emergency under the name 'ICE’ (In Case Of
Emergency).

The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found that when he went to the scenes of accidents, there were
always mobile phones with patients, but they didn't know which number to call. He therefore thought that it
would be a good idea if there was a nationally recognized name for this purpose. In an emergency situation,
Emergency Service personnel and hospital Staff would be able to quickly contact the right person by simply
dialing the number you have stored as 'ICE.’

For more than one contact name simply enter ICE1, ICE2 and ICES3 etc. A great idea that will make a
difference! Let's spread the concept of ICE by storing an ICE number in our Mobile phones today!
